Top Rope Routes

Each route shall have pre-designated handhold(s) from which all attempts
will start. These starting handholds will be clearly marked and consistent
among all competition problems.

The finishing hold will be marked in the same color as the starting hold(s)
of that particular position.

The climbers name and division shall be labeled clearly on the scorecard
before climbing
Judges shall record on the scorecard the name (B1, 12, etc.) of the route.
Each climber may attempt only the 3 routes within his or her division.
He or she may only complete each route once.
There will be total of 5 falls, regardless of route. Once the climber falls
he/she will be lowered to the ground. Each climber may take only five
falls throughout the competition. Those falls may be distributed over the
three attempted climbs in any manner the climber chooses. Once a
climber has accumulated five falls they may no longer climb.
The entire surface of the climbing wall shall be permitted to be used for
cllrnbmg, with the following exceptions:
i. The holes created in the climbing wall for the placement of bolt-on
holds shall not be used for climbing by a competitor’s hands
ii. Neither the side edges nor the top edge of the wall shall be used for
climbing
iii. Areas designated. AS off by the route-setters (Labeled on starting
holds or marked with red tape with black lines) -
All parts of a climbing hold are considered on, including the bolt hole.
Competitors will be allotted a' maximum of 3 minutes for each climb.
Competitors must step off the ground'and establish themselves on the
starting handhold(s) before moving to the first hold. If there are two
starting handholds competitors may use only one to begin the problem.
An attempt is considered an attempt. when every part of the body of the
competitor has left the ground.
After a fall the climber shall be lowered to the ground.
Should the climber fall while attempting a problem, the furthest hold
controlled along the problem or route shall be recorded. The issue of
